The Swiss spirit of innovation has charac-
terized CWA since its beginnings. And still 
makes it the world‘s number 1 in cabin and 
vehicle construction today. 
CWA‘s more than 80-year history is deeply 
rooted in Swiss traditions. Founded at 
a time when the world was in upheaval, 
company owner Anton Frech proved 
as early as 1939 what an alert spirit of 
innovation and entrepreneurial thinking 
can achieve. 

The first ropeway cabins in 1956 marked 
the beginning of the company‘s rise to 
become the world market leader in cabin 
and vehicle construction. The merger 
with the Doppelmayr Group in 2001 has 
further fueled this path. The foundation 
for this success story has remained the 
same over all these years: An attentive 
eye for the needs of ropeway operators 
and passengers and an unbroken joy 
in innovation.

Ropeway construction has a long tradition in 
Switzerland as an Alpine country. This is not only 
due to the many mountains but is also closely 
linked to characteristics for which Switzerland is 
known around the globe.

Since its very beginnings, 
CWA has relied on durable lightweight 
aluminum construction. A successful and 
proven material that provides the basis 
for the cabin’s low self-weight. That leaves 
plenty of scope for installing optional 
equipment. The cabin’s basic structure is 
designed to allow retrofits or subsequent 
wiring without the need for extensive 
rebuilds. This, too, is a way of interpreting 
versatility.

Air ducts in the underbody and 
kick panels along with sliding windows 
in the doors provide basic passive ventila
tion inside the cabin – entirely free from 
drafts. Individual combinations incorpo
rating hopper and flip-out windows bring 
even more fresh air into the interior. This 
can also be supplemented by active ven-
tilation or air-conditioning integrated into 
the ceiling.
